TEN BEAUTY TIPS FOR YOUR 

WEDDING DAY 
 
1.  USE PROPER SKIN CARE 
Give Nature a helping hand by starting a 
basic skin care program at least 2-3 
months prior to your wedding.  Daily 
care, a morning and evening regimen, 
primes your face for the sheer makeup 
look brides love!

Add a touch of gloss for shine.  Avoid 
frosted lipstick!   
 
4.  USE TRANSLUCENT FACE POWDER 
Select powder in a shade closest to your 
natural skin tone.  Translucent powder 
sets makeup, provides a matte finish and 
helps control oil breakthrough and shine.  
Shake your applicator after each use to 
prevent powder glaze.  Pressed powder is 
portable, so use it throughout the day to 
pat  away shine.

For sheer and 
even application, use a brush and begin by 
applying it at the base of the hairline near the 
ear and blend forward using up and down 
feathery strokes.  Wherever you lay the 
applicator first deposits the most color.  
Lightly dusk face powder over cheek color to 
tone.
